Dramatic Scenes
You will create a 1-2 minute scene using dramatic elements. You will first write the script following the guidelines below. Then, you will act out the scenes for the class. You will be graded on your performance as well as your participation throughout the process. 
Requirements for the script are as follows. 

· Turn in complete script to teacher for grading. (Can be handwritten or typed.)
· Each group member must have a speaking role.
· All actions and parentheticals must be clearly marked using parenthesis. (see below)
· The name of person speaking should be underlined (handwritten) or typed in bold type.
· Must have actions and parentheticals for each character included somehow. 

Formatting Guidelines

From the formatting and style standpoint, a script is nothing but a collection of elements: Action, Dialogue, and Parentheticals.

Action

What we see on the screen or stage. It describes, in the most visual way it can, what happens. Typed in italic type.
Here's a sample:

(Mark walks down the hall. He looks in the bedroom and, seeing nothing, scratches his head. He continues down the hall with a curious expression on his face.)
Dialogue

Dialogue is simply every word we hear on the screen, everything that comes out of everyone's mouth (whether we see them on the screen or not). Simply, write what you want your characters to say. Name in bold type and followed by a colon.
Here's a sample:

Bob: But I don't know what to say. It's not like I, well, it's not like this is something I enjoy.
Parentheticals

A direction about how to read the dialogue or a stage direction specific to that line alone. It it placed in parentheses and typed in italic type. 
Here's a sample:

Bob (sarcastic):  Of course I love you.

Martha (trying not to explode):  Can't you be serious for once? (Turns to look at her) Wait, who are you?
